Enjoy the process — this is not a test! There are no right or wrong answers, only true statements
about your experiences and references according to the simple questions.

1.

ANSWER THE 96 QUESTIONS RATING EACH ONE FROM O TO 4 ON YOUR
ANSWER SHEET PROVIDED BELOW.

a. 0 to 4 is not for “bad” to “good” . (0) meaning NOT AT ALL to (4) meaning the
STRONGLY.

b. Don’t think of the rating system like school grades: A, B, C, D & F. Rather think of
the rating as “symbols” that indicate how much each statement is true in YOUR life.
c. When you find a question with two or more parts, and you rate any one as not true
in your life, then mark the whole question with a low number. In other words, if you
think part of the question is true in your life, but another part is not true, then rate
the WHOLE question with as not true. This will give you a more accurate
understanding of your spiritual gifting.

d. Try not to over-analyze the questions. Make it work for you by answering as
plainly and honestly as you can.
